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Flickr Images

Search for and share photos with Creative Commons permission

Overview

Flickr is an online place where many people share the images and photos they’ve taken. One really interesting thing about Flickr is that they have a system for you to give or get permission up front to use the photos in certain ways using Creative Commons.

First decisions:

You need to know how the image will be used. If you use an image for print purposes, it needs to be much higher resolution than if you use it on the web. Sometimes for a webpage or wiki, you can link to the image, but many times you will want to download and save the image so you can make changes to it. For this course, we will only be working with images for the web.

Creating an account in Flickr

Flickr is part of Yahoo! So if you already have a yahoo account, you can use that to sign in. If you do not, create the account by following the Sign Up link at the bottom of the login box. 

1. Go to: http://www.flickr.com/

2. Sign in or click “Create Your Account”
3. Fill in your Yahoo! ID and password OR click “Sign Up”
4. Continue to follow all the prompts until you are logged in.
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Uploading photos/video

1. Log in

2. Choose Upload your photos/video
3. Add the photos that you want and Set Privacy
4. Select Upload and watch progress bar.
5. When finished click on “add a description” to add/change photo titles, description or tags. Tags help make your photos searchable.

6. Once your photos are saved, you have options for what to do with them.
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All sizes adjust your photos so that they are web ready. Blog This links your photostream directly to your blog.
To put the image into your PBWorks page:


Put your wiki page into Edit mode, using a separate window.

From the available sizes, click on Small or Medium. Drag and drop the image right onto your wiki page.

To link to the image:


Once you have chosen the size image that you want, right click on the image and choose View Image.  Now copy the URL for the specific image and paste it as a link in your wiki.

Using Flickr Groups

Create a group for your class in which all students can store and post their photos. Join groups with like interests to yours to view other photos that may be useful for teaching purposes.

Search for CC photos posted by others

1. On the Flickr.com homepage, type anything into the Search box and click Search.

2. On the next page, click the link to Advanced Search

3. Now type in your search words and choose from the other parameters that you see there.
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Towards the bottom, you will see the Creative Commons icon. 

Click the checkboxes shown below:
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When you find an image in the list that you would like to keep, click on it.

6. Near the top left of the image, look for “All Sizes.” Click on it.

7. From the available sizes, click on Small or Medium.

8. Right click on the image and choose View Image. Now you should see the image by itself on the page.

To Download the image you have found:
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Create a folder on your computer, server or thumbdrive where you will keep all of the images and photos you download.

2. Right click on the image in Step 8 above and choose Save Image As...

3. Change the name of the file to something that means something to you.

4. Change the place where it will be saved to the folder that you have created.

5. Click Save.
Citing – giving credit by telling where the images came from 

For Flickr images with CC permission – just state that somewhere, and give the URL if possible

For all other images (no permission stated), paste the direct URLs under each image, if possible, or at least in a list of credits at the end of your page/Powerpoint or wherever you have the image.
